E.3	Inspection and Acceptance.



The Contractor is responsible for the preparation and submission of the DD Form 250, Material Inspection and Receiving Report.  Formal acceptance of services by the Government, upon successful completion of any inspections that may occur, will be acknowledged on the face of the required Material Inspection and Receiving Report, DD Form 250.  No payment shall be made under this contract on delivered services without formal acceptance being made by the COR acknowledging such acceptance by his signature on the face of the above referenced Material Inspection and Receiving Report, DD Form 250.



E.3.1	Inspection and acceptance of services and data shall be made by the COR at USAISSDCL.  



E.3.2	Acceptance of services will be based on successful completion of the work satisfying specific requirements as set forth in Section C of the contract and the task order technical directive (TD).



E.3.3	Inspection of data shall be made to determine that it meets accepted professional standards for technical content, workmanship, clarity, completeness and complies with the requirements of Section C, and the Technical Directive.



E.4 	CONTRACTOR CERTIFICATION.



	Upon delivery of software to the Government’s site, the Contractor shall certify in writing that the software complies with all requirements of Section C and the technical directive.  Such certification shall not lessen the Government’s right to inspect and accept or reject the installed system.  



E.5	ACCEPTANCE OF MANUALS AND DOCUMENTATION  



	Manuals and documentation shall be submitted as specified on DD Forms 1423, Contract Data Requirements List, and DD Forms 1664, Data Item Descriptions, as required by the  individual task orders.  Manuals and documentation will be subject to Government inspection and acceptance.



E.6	ACCEPTANCE OF TRAINING



	The Contractor shall provide a training syllabus for each course as specified on the DD Form 1423, Contract Data Requirements List, and DD Form 1664, Data Item Description, incorporated into individual task orders.  Syllabi shall be subject to Government inspection and approval prior to acceptance.  



E.7	FORMAL ACCEPTANCE OF FIXED PRICE ORDERS



	Formal acceptance of products by the Government, upon successful completion of the Inspection and Acceptance Tests specified in the individual task orders, will be acknowledged on the DD Form 250.  No payment shall be made under this contract on delivered products without formal acceptance being made by a duly authorized representative of the Government acknowledging such acceptance by his signature on the DD Form 250.



E.8	FINAL ACCEPTANCE



	a.	Notwithstanding the acceptance provisions set forth in the preceding portions of this contract, final acceptance under this contract remains subject to DFAR Clause 252.246-7001, Warranty of Data, and the remedies contained therein.



	b.  Additionally, the Government may, at any time require the Contractor to correct or replace, without cost to the Government, nonconforming deliverables or services, if the nonconformance was due to fraud or a gross mistake amounting to fraud. 
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
